Step 4. To wire the telephone module, strip cable, place the wires into 
the IDC and terminate using a 110 punch–down tool.  TIA-570 residential  
standard specifies T568A wiring. Note: One phone line per colored pair.

Step 3. Snap in the voice module in 1 of 4 available slots inside of the 
enclosure. 

Step 5. Terminate the incoming phone line to the 110 IDC labeled  “INPUT”. 
Identify each outlet cable and terminate to 110 IDC labeled “1~6”.

Step 1. Measure 14.25" width x 8" height and then cut an opening into the 
drywall.
